2. Cut nozzle at 45° angle to desired bead size.

3. Load into caulk gun.

4. Fill gap or joint with caulk.

5. If necessary, tool or smooth the bead of caulk with a finishing tool before caulk skins over.

6. Clean up excess wet caulk with a damp sponge before it skins over. Excess dried caulk must be cut or
scraped away.

7. Allow caulk to dry at least 2 hours (longer in cool or humid conditions) before painting with latex or
oil-based paints.

8. Reseal cartridge for storage and reuse.
